2014 Season
Dear Participant:

Welcome to another football and cheerleading season at the City Youth Association (C.Y.A.) Gators!   We are pleased that you have chosen to join us for another exciting season.  We have made significant changes to our program and we hope that all of the changes have a positive outcome for you.  The C.Y.A. Gators’ Organization is governed by the Pennsylvania Elite American Youth Football Conference (PA-Elite AYF), which is governed by the American Youth Football/Cheer (AYF/AYC). Registration

Registration for your child will be based on his/her age on August 1st.  Signing the C.Y.A. and AYF registration forms indicate that you agree, understand and will abide by the rules and regulations of the C.Y.A., PA-Elite, and AYF organizations. This includes the Code of Conduct, rules, regulations, and fundraising obligations.  Only parents or legal guardians will be permitted to register their child.  Any participants registered with an illegal signature will be removed from the roster.  Please read and fill out the front and back of the participant contract.  Return the participant contract, your child’s copy of birth certificate, the last report card received in June, and your deposit as soon as possible. Participants ages 10 – 16 must verify age with a state issued id. Participants who attend a Philadelphia High School may use their school ID. SLOTS WILL FILL QUICKLY. 

Financial Responsibility

All parents/guardians have an obligation to pay registration fees in full and participate in fundraisers throughout the season. Parents/guardians must agree to fully comply with these obligations.  

Payments

The registration fee is $100.  A fifty-dollar ($50) non-refundable fee is due by Friday, July 25, 2014 and the balance is due by Friday, August 8, 2014.  Players that are not paid in full will not receive a player ID card, a practice jersey, or a uniform, which will allow them to play in games or cheer for games.  The registration fee will include insurance, a banquet ticket, a trophy, a practice jersey and fifty dollars in raffle tickets. The raffle ticket stubs must be turned in by homecoming and the $50 collected is yours to keep. C.Y.A. is willing to work with parents to ensure that football and cheerleading is a positive, rewarding and affordable experience for our children and youth.   If you need to make payment arrangements, please contact the C.Y.A. Treasurer, Janice Winston on 215-843-3357. All return checks will be subject to a $20.00 processing fee and will be redeposited until payment is collected. Bank fees may apply. 
Practice and Game Obligations

Being on a football and cheerleading team takes practice.  All children will be expected to attend scheduled practices.  Practice will begin July 22, 2014.  In the month of July and August practices will be held Monday thru Friday for two hours a night, beginning at 6:00 p.m.  When school begins, practices will be held at the discretion of the head coach.  Times for these practices vary depending on the head coach.  It is important that the participant be on time for practices and games.  If your child misses a practice or game, you are asked to call your head coach prior to the event.  If a coach feels that a player should not participate in a game for missing multiple practices, he/she will advise the parent prior to the game. To avoid any problems, it would be helpful if you would make arrangements to accommodate your child’s schedule during the season.  

Each child between the ages of 5-9 years old should have a parent or other responsible adult stay with the child during ALL football events, practices, games, and clinics.  Parents of children ages 10 and up are not required to stay, but they must return fifteen minutes before the event ends to pick up their child and receive important updates regarding upcoming events, schedules, or schedule changes.  It is very important that you arrive on time to pick up your child.
